Those days are long gone,
but PVT has owned its own motor car for some
years. Some members have gotten involved in
NARCOA, the North American Rail Car Owners
Association, a group of members who own and
seek adventure in motor cars running on active or
unused rails across America. The PVT motor car
probably wonét get to t
carry our members up and down our own rails for
maintenance projects. Maybe it will even carry
passengers on special event days.

A brief examination of the motor car showed that
it was manufactured by Jackson Vibrators,
Ludington, Mich, which provides a rich ancestry as
a p ar tHarsoof Railfi a division of Harsco
Corporation, formed in October 1999 by the merger
oﬁt%o |§§8’e+s M%he Th8riurScturd loft r:gllwagl ack']
construction and maintenance equipment, Fairmont
Tamper and Pandrol Jackson, Inc. Fairmont
Railway Motors was founded in Fairmont,
Minnesota in 1909. It was originally a supplier of
railwvay motor cars, and most NARCOA members
operate Fairmont Speeders. Fairmont became a
pioneer in the development of mechanized track
maintenance equipment and introduced hydraulic
power to the difficult tasks of pulling and driving
track spikes and replacing ties. Fairmont was
acquired by Harsco Corporation in 1979 and
became a major supplier of tie replacement and
spike driving equipment and rail grinders
Jackson Vibrator of Ludington, Michigan,
manufactured electric vibratory hand tampers.
Incorporated as Jackson Vibrators in 1937, the

company later acquired the O.F. Jordan Company

and became Jackson Jordan. The product line later
expanded to include production and switch tampers
as well as tie gang equipment. All along it to
manufactured motor cars, including the PVT motor
car.

So much for heritage. A preliminary look at the
engine and body work showed that:

The body suffered from moderate rusting on the
exterior, and windows broken or replaced by
Plexiglas. The engine system review showed that
about $400 of items needed replacement. That
amount grew when we found that the starter needed
repair and the gas tank needed cleaning and sealing.
Since our first work meeting all parts except windows
were purchased and rust grinding, sanding and
priming are being completed.

The engine will be refurbished at its present

location. Once we know the engine will start and run,
it and 2 trailers will be taken to a local car wash for
cleaning and to the PVT north yard, after the
infamous critter is removed and sent off to critter
heaven! Once on rails at the north yard, the motor
car will be more secure and we can complete the
refurbishment, and apply a cover to protect it.
We expect this project to great fun and
educational. More volunteer PVT members to
finish the refurbishment at the north yard are
more than welcome... you are needed!

Platte Valley Trolley Beats

Revenue Plan in 2011!
By Robert Westgate

Despite a slow start to the season due to
weather and the need to discontinue Monday
operations after the Independence Day holiday
weekend, the PVT beat the 2011 Revenue Plan.

This was due primarily to strong charter sales
thanks to Florida-based Diamond Tours, who
booked 32 charters on the Platte Valley Trolley in
2011, as well as a Tim Tebow led resurgence for
the Denver Broncos, which boosted revenue on
our late season Football Shuttles.

The PVT made $33,158 from operations, $3,392
below plan. This was offset by $4,900 in charter
revenue, $2,900 better than plan and $15,938 in
football revenue, $1,473 better than plan. Overall
we brought in $53,996, $981 better than plan.

Many thanks go to our hard working volunteers
and their efforts as operators, conductors, ticket
tent staff, trolley and right-of-way maintenance
staff and the myriad of volunteers behind the
scenes. We could not have done this without you!

The Revenue Committee recently met to plan
for the 2012 season. We covered a lot of ground,
including:

9 Preparing a 2012 Revenue Forecast for
review at the January 5" Board Meeting.
i Establishing membership names and
amounts for 2012.
1 Reviewing and prioritizing ideas to
increase revenue in 2012.
We have decided to simplify membership names,
moving away from railroad terminology to
Individual/Family/Friend.

The ticket back membership
appeal is patterned after a similar initiative by the
lllinois Railway Museum.

Finally, we discussed th
Free Nighto at the Denver
in 2012. Robert Wiliams championed an approach

that would vastly simplify our operation and reduce
staffing requirements: securing a $400/night
sponsorship (thus no need to sell tickets at the event).
The DCM was very receptive to this idea and agreed to
work with us on it.

The Bronco Shuttle - One of a Kind
Report by Darrell Arndt

One of the most unique aspects of our trolley operation is the Bronco Shuttle when we make non-stop
runs from Confluence Park to our platform that serves Sports Authority Field at Mile High. About two hours
before game time we begin making runs and later wrap it up when mostly everyone has left the stadium. It is
an important part of our revenue stream and based on rider feedback truly does provide a valued service to
our passengers. We provide reliable service, as we have for over 20 years, and we run no matter what the
weather or what time a game is scheduled. Certainly this year we have been very pleased with the mild
winter and the many day games. It has made our operator's experience a whole lot more bearable and is
easier on the trolley and its generating system. We are so fortunate to have a dedicated and experienced
crew to handle the special operation. Our clientele has changed somewhat since the "early days". They
include folks who drive from a distance into the area and have determined that riding the trolley gets them to
and from the stadium faster than if they park close to it and have to deal with the traffic. But in recent times
we are seeing more and more Bronco fan ticket holders living in the immediate neighborhood who have
discovered the hassle free convenience of using the trolley to reach the stadium.

This year's patronage has been good and for a few games quite stunning. On December 11th we had a
record 378 passengers ride round trip to the gan

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Traces of the Past

As we all know, Denver once had an extensive system of trolley lines. When the system was shut down
in 1950 the wires were pulled down but many of the tracks remained in the streets, eventually to be paved
over. Every once in a while this "history beneath our feet" reappears during street construction projects.
During the past summer major rebuilding of Broadway south of Evans to Englewood made for some
interesting scenes. This line was the first one to be electrified when the cable car system passed into
history.

Trolley rail being removed on South Broadway
at West Colorado Avenue where a short spur
went west to the Woeber Carriage Co. shops.

Notice The Denver system did not use girder
rail or rail that had a protective flangeway
included in the rail head structure. Here it can be
seen that the concrete was beveled next to the
rail head to provide a flangeway.

Rotomilling for new asphalt over on
Alameda near Clarkson revealed the
railheads of the narrow gauge tracks that
once served this neighborhood.

Up in northwest Denver near Lakeside Amusement Park if one looks
carefully at the corner of Yates and West 46th Avenue the switch in the
street under the asphalt at the intersection can be detected.

The Platte Valley Trolley
As It Once Was

Trolley at Old Colfax crossing June 9,

There is lots of activity taking place as No. 1977 sits at the north
side of the Old West Colfax crossing to accommodate passengers
on June 9, 1990. Operator Bill Gordon stands facing the camera.
Bill was a staunch supporter of preserving Denver's trolley history
and contributed may hours to the society. He also worked many
hours on the restoration of D&IM No. 25. Note the fine landscaping
that used to be at this location and the level track. Eventually the
bridge across the river would be replaced with the present one to
allow passage of a 100 year flood and the track would be raised to
meet the new grade.

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When this photo was taken around 1950, time was running out for these venerable cars and the
narrow gauge tracks that they rested on. The location is the Denver Tramway Company's South
Division Shops at West Alaska Place adjacent to the west side of South Broadway (just northwest of
Caboose Hobbies). The camera is facing north. The laundry building with its square smokestack is
one of very few buildings that avoided demolition here in the early 1990s when the Montgomery
Wards building was demolish and other structures cleaned out to make way for Sam's Club,
Albertsons and other new stores. This image is from an Interurban Films color slide and the
photographer is not credited.

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Completing the Fleet

Another milestone for the FasTracks program was
reached on October 5 when the final light rail vehicle
was received from the California-based manufacturer,
Siemens Rail System Division. This delivery completes
the 55 vehicle order that was made for the FasTracks
program and brings the RTD light rail fleet to a total of
172 vehicles, a far cry from the first 11 light rail cars
that were purchased as part of the first rail line (the
Central Corridor) in 1994.

The final vehicle was
Mariposa Light Rail Maintenance Facility where
Siemens crews will assemble the final items including
the mirrors, lights, and other elements. For safety and
operations, al/l new rail
process, logging 1,500 miles of successful operation,
before being integrated into existing service. The cars
will be moved in and out of service until the West Rail
Line opens in May of 2013.

The FasTracks program sustainability efforts are

evident as the acquired cars are the cutting edge of

light rail technology, operating more efficiently by using
less electricity. Light rail cars can log over two million
miles, averaging 30 years of service. Additionally, each
of the 81-foot long cars can accommodate 185 seated
and standing passengers.
